Minutes from the UIS Assembly General

First session, July 15, 2001
Brasilia DF, Ulysses Guimaraes Congress Centre

The Assembly General was opened by the welcome speech of Mr. Clayton Lino, the President
of the Organising Committee of the 13" International Congress of Speleology. He declared the 13"
International Congress of Speleology as opened.

The General Assembly was introduced by the speech of Mrs. Julia James, the UIS President,
who summarised achievements and failures of the UIS Bureau in time between the 12" and 13"
International Congresses of Speleology, i.e. for the period of August 1997 to July 2001. She declared
the Assembly General as opened. After opening, all participants tokk a while of silence for all cavers
and scientists who left the international audience inbetween congresses (Faraco, Renault, Dzulynski,
Habe, Anavy, Jimenez, Habic, Dell’Oca, Petrochilo, etc.).

In the moment of the opening, totally 33 member-countries (from 56) were registered
(Argentine, Australia, Austria, Belgium, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Brazil, Canada, China, Costa Rica,
Croatia, Cuba, Spain, USA, France, Great Briatin, Hungary, Israel, Italy, Japan, Lebanon,
Luxembourg, Mexico, Norvay, New Zealand, the Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, Puerto Rico, Czech
Republic, Romania, Slovenia, Sweden, Switzerland, Ukraine). During the session, other delegates of 3
member countries appeared.

The Assembly General approved the minutes of the last Assemblies General from La Chaux-
de-Fonds 1997 by 30 votes for.

The Secretary General of the UIS presented his report. After the Commission, Working Group
and Committee representatives presented reports and information of the activity.

The Assembly General elected two auditors. Andrew Eavis (Great Britain) and Grace Matts
(Australial). They were elected, both, by 29 votes for with 1 abstention.

The Assembly General elected the Commission for the elections of the new UIS Bureau
composed of Hubert Trimmel of Austria (30 votes), Nicholas White of Australia (30 votes) and Clayton
Lino of Brazil (30 votes).

The Cave Expo 2002 in Samchok, Korea, was presented by the City Mayor Kim Il Dong. Short
presentation of candidate for the 14" Congress of Sopeleology was shortly presented by the Pau team
(France). During the Assembly, the motion on another 2 delegates of candidate country arrived.

Several materials were presented to the Assembly General. Pavel Bosak presented the UIS
Bureau proposal to establish stable address in Slovenia (Postojna city) and bank account in
Luxembourg. There were presented also proposal for UIS prizes - the best discovery, the best book
and the best poster. The Prize Ad-hoc Committee will be chaired by Mrs. Julia Mary James (Australia)
as President. Mr. Andrew Eavis (Great Britain) will be responsible for discovery prize, Mr. Urs Widmer
(Switzerland) for publication prize and Mrs. Julia James for poster prize.

The last point of the first session was the presentation of candidatures for the next Congress
by the representatives of Brazil, Australia and Portugal who officially applied for the organisation of
that event.

Second session, July 22, 2001
Brasilia DF, Congress Centre

At the moment of the opening, totally 39 member states were registered (Argentine, Australia,
Austria, Belgium, Bolivia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Brazil, Canada, China, Costa Rica, Croatia, Cuba,
Spain, USA, France, Great Briatain, Greece, Hungary, Israel, Italy, Japan, Lebanon, Luxembourg,
Mexico, Norway, New Zealand, the Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, Puerto Rico, Korea, Czech
Republic, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, Sweden, Switzerland, Ukraine, Venezuela).

The second session opened the UIS President, Mrs. Julia M. James. She presented results of
the decision of the UIS Prize Committee.
The program continued by the information of the UIS Commissions and Working Groups and by the
approval of reports, plans and chair persons by voting. The voting on Commission/Working Group
activity was proposed to be approved en block by 39 votes. The reports were approved by 39 votes.

Two budget auditors (A. Eavis, Great Britain and G. Matts, Australia) reported on the result of
the audit report:

Report on the audit process of the books of account of



Union Internationale de Speleologie
for the period August 1997, to July 2001
Having examined the books we wish to report that, in accordance with the recommendations
of the previous audit in La Chaux-de-Finds, the bank accounts have been simplified as follows-
The three currencies aciounts are

B Czech USD 28,278 USD

B Czech Crowns 21,186.36 CZK (approx. 500 USD) the working account for the General
Secretary

B Austrian Sgilings 81,410 ATS (approx. 5,000 USD)

B Cashin hand 200 USD

The Austrian Shilings account is invested and will mature in October 2002 at which time it will be
transferred to the USD account. To do so before this date will incur heavy penalties.

Investigations have been made with a view to transfrerring all accounts (with the exception of
the Czech Crowns) to Luxemburg. This is currently ongoing in cinjunction with Mr Hubert Trimmel.
Completion should occur in 2002.

It is opinion of the auditors that, having examined the books and records of accoun t of the
Union Internationale de Speleologie, they show a true and correct record of the financial dealings of
the organisation for the period August, 1997, to July, 2001.

Mr Pavel Bosak is to be commended for his meticulous record keeping and his dedication.

We would suggest that the General Assembly should seek the assistance of one other person
in the collection of fees.

Approving voting resulted as follows: 39 votes for acceptance.

At the end of voting procedure it could be stated that the audit report was accepted as it
obtained absolute majority of votes approving properly evidenced financing of the UIS.

The Assembly General than voted for proposals presented during the First Assembly - voting
for establishment of stable address in Slovenia - 39 votes for. The voting for establishment of bank
account in Luxembourg - 39 votes for.

The elections of the New UIS Bureau was introduced by Mr. Hubert Trimmel (Austria) by
explanation of the procedure following the UIS Constitution (20 votes minimum for election in the first
round). Three scrutators were selected: Mr. Arrigo Cigna (Italy), Mrs. Helena Hercman (Poland) and
Mr. Amos Frumkin (Israel). He introduced candidates for the UIS President (Mr. Aleksander
Klimchouk, Ukraine, Mr. José Ayrton Labegalini, Brazil, and Mr. Claude Mouret, France), for the UIS
Vice-Presidents (A. Eavis, Great Britain, Zhang Shouyue, China), the only nomination to the UIS
Secretary General (Mr. P. Bosak, Czech Republic), and nominations for UIS Secretaries Adjoin (Mrs.
K. Bolner-Takacsné, Hungary, Mr. R. Hapka, Switzerland, Mr. G. Huppert, USA, Mr. R. Ko, Indonesia,
Mr. S.E. Lauritzen, Norway, Mr. A. Mihevc, Slovenika, Mr. F. Nader, Lebanon, Mr. B.P. Onac,
Romania, Mr. A. Osborne, Australia, Mr. J.P.v.d. Pas, the Netherlands, Mr. G.J. Redonte, Argentina,
Mr. Y.Y. Shopov, Bulgaria, Mr. Song Lin-Hua, China, Mr. A. Vale Portorico, and Mr. C. Mouret
(France).

The UIS President - Mr. José Ayrton Labegalini of Brazil - was elected in the first round
obtaining 30 votes. The UIS Vice-Presidents were elected in two rounds. The Senior Vice-President -
Andrew Eavis of Great Britain - was elected in the first round by 32 votes, representing necessary
absolute majority. In the secoind round, there were nominations of Mr. Aleksander Klimchouk
(Ukraine), Mr. Claude Mouret (France) and Mr. Zhang Shouyue (China). Aleksandser Klimchouk was
elected the UIS Vice-President in the second round 17 votes, more than any other candidate (3 invalid
votes). The UIS Secretary General - Pavel Bosak of Czech Republic - was elected in the first round
obtaining 35 votes, i.e. absolute majority of votes, with 4 abstentions. The UIS Secretaries Adjoin were
elected in two rounds. During the first round, following members were elected: Mr. Roman Hapka (25
votes), Mr. George Huppert (22 votes), Mr. Andrej Mihevc (24 votes), Mr. Fadi Nader (31 votes), Mr.
Armstrong Osborne (25 votes), Mr. Song Lin-Hua (28 votes), and Mr. Abel Vale (24 votes), all
obtaining necessary absolute majority of votes. The unsuccesful candidates from the first round were
nominated to the second round of election. Mr. Claude Mouret was elected by 13 votes obtaining more
votes than any other candidate.

During elections, there were some additional votings. The ammendment to Code of Ethis
proposed by the FEALC was approved by 38 votes, 1 vote was against.



During the elections, short presentation of candiadte countries for organisation of the next
Congress took place, i.e. Greece (Athens, Mr. Theodorou) and France (Pau, Mr. Mouret). Elections of
the country organising the 14™ International Congress of Speleology 2005 followed elections of the
Bureau. Delegates voted by 25 votes of 39 for Brazil, Australia obtained 11 votes. After voting, the
Greek representant, Mr. G. Theodrou presented short welcome.

The Statement of the new UIS President was presented by José Ayrton Labegalini in
Portugese with short summaries in English, Spanish and French.

Mr. Arrigo Cigna (ltaly) proposed to elect Mrs. Julia Mary James, the UIS Past-President as
the UIS Honorary Member, which motion was accepted by 39 votes.

Mrs. James thanked in a short speech to all organisers the successful congress, which was
attended by more participants than we expected.

The UIS Past-President - Mrs. Julia Mary James - in a short conclusive speech declared the
Assembly General as closed at about 11:45 a.m.

Reports from UIS Bureau meetings

Regular sessions in La-Chaux-de-Fonds, 2001

July 15, 2001

The session started with the information on establishment of the stable address. Invited guest Dr.
Andrej Kranjc (SI) explained the situation, presented short information and review, after the approval
by the Assembly General, the Slovenian Speleological Association with the help of the Karst Research
Institute will apply to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. Prof. Cigna (I) reviewed the origin of idea,
explained why (problem of taxes, the UIS was established in Ljubljana), there can be no objections
against the idea. Dr. Bosak (CZ) explained situation in Czech Republic and Luxembourg (no taxes or
tax bureaucracy when stable address in other country). It was agreed for General Assembly to
establish stable address in Slovenia (address: UIS c/o Karst Research Institute, Titov trg 2, 6230
Postojna, Slovenia) and stable bank account in Luxembourg after the stable address is set up.

Review of finances was present by Secretary General (see minutes from Assembly General). UIS
Bulletin. The Bulletin will be distributed both via classical post (packages) and by e-mail. Most of
respondents of public inquiry printed in the Bulletin wish to obtain hard copies, some both hard copy
and electronic form by e-mail. Nevertheless, there can be problems with the size of attachments to e-
mail. The final data base has been under process of preparation. The Secretary General presented
the review of member countries and problems of annual fee payments. Assembly General. The
problem of presentation of absent member countries was discussed. Each proposed candidate for the
function in the UIS Bureau has to deliver his/her agreement. The UIS Prizes - Prof. James has to
decide the form of preparation. International Jourmal of Speleology - Prof. Cigna (I) informed on state
of the art - the financial situation and legal registrations stabilised. Need of contributions. Co-operation
with the ISCA (International Show Cave Association) - Prof. Cigna (I) informed on proposal of co-
operation presented in letter of Jorge Cabezas (B), the ISCA President.

July 16, 2001

The session was dedicated to review of activity of individual UIS Bureau members for a period of
1997-2001. There were presented statements of:

Prof. James (AUS), Mr. Eavis (GB), Dr. Mouret (F), Dr. Bosak (CZ), Dr. Huppert (USA), Mr.
Labegalini (BRA) and

Dr. Boséak presented activities of Dr. Ko (IND) and of Dr. Klimchouk (UA). There was broad discussion
so individual themes open by speakers.

July 17, 2001

Presentation of activites of the UIS Bureau, continued by short reports of Dr. Urbani (VEN), Mr. Vale
(PR), Mr. Widmer (CH). Than started the control of Minutes form the last session (Jedovnice). The use
of the UIS logo was discussed. The use has to be specified in Interim Reglement. According to Prof.
Cigna, not only the use of the UIS logo must be specified, but also utilisation of logos of other
organisations. The UIS Statute - to be translated, but translation should be consulted with some law
office. Italian version was presented by Prof. Cigna (I). Prof. Urbani (VEN) will try to translate to Spain
and Dr. Mouret (F) to English. Financing of Commissions. There is a letter of the Commission on cave
rescue to be funded from sources of the UIS. There was discussion concerning the concept, in general
with no clear decision.

July 19, 2001

Advertisement - information booklet. The booklet will be prepared by Julia James and she will discuss
the layout with Mr. Widmer. Some help can be contributed by other Bureau members, too. Code of
Ethics. Foreign Expeditions, regulations. There was the proposal to implement several additional
sentences into this document. There is question how to arrange. There is also some other FEALC
comments concerning the application of the Ethic Code. The discussion was very broad, concerning
especially the adventure and trekking caving. They were found as a global problem. Most of countries
have been not approving any legal constraints. It was agreed that the UIS is strictly against making
business form such activities. The problem rests for next Bureau. It was recommended to insert this
point into agenda of Assembly General. Commission activity. There was the proposal: ,Commissions
who do not report over a period of 4 years should be deleted from the U.1.S. list of Commissions. Not



reporting over such a time shows a disregard to U.L.S., or the lack of requirement of such a
commission.” Proposed by: Jan Paul van der Pas, supported by: C. Chabert, S. Zhang. The proposal
was accepted. In discussion it was stated that each commission should consists also from national
delegates of member countries who will represent the member country during voting (according to
valid Internal Reglement). There was a proposal, that national delegates to the UIS should report their
activities. Co-operation with the ISCA. The proposal of collaboration - there is no problem. There have
been intensive contacts among the UIS Bureau Members and UIS Commissions with the ISCA Bureau
(Prof. Cigna, J.-P. Bartholeyns). The relations of cavers and owners of caves have improved a lot
during last 30 years.

Regular Sessions in Samchok, 2002

The UIS Bureau met in city of Samchok, Republic of Korea on the occasion of the CAVE EXPO 2002
organized by Samchok City Hall. The UIS Bureau met three times, on July 8 and July 9, 2002 in the
conference room of the Samchok City Hall.

July 8, 2002, morning: present: J.A. Labegalini, A. Eavis, P. Bosak, F. Nader, A. Mihevc, C. Mouret, L.
Song, D.C. Ford, P. Forti, J.M. James, H. Trimmel, guest J.-P. Bartholeyns

July 8, 2002, afternoon: present: J.A. Labegalini, A. Eavis, P. Bosak, F. Nader, A. Mihevc, C. Mouret,
L. Song, D.C. Ford, P. Forti, J.M. James, H. Trimmel, guest J.-P. Bartholeyns

July 9, 2002, morning: present. J.A. Labegalini, A. Eavis, A. Klimchouk, P. Bosak, F. Nader, A.
Mihevc, C. Mouret, L. Song, A.A. Cigna, D.C. Ford, P. Forti, J.M. James, H. Trimmel, guest K.S. Woo

The session approved the agenda and controlled and approved the minutes from previous sessions in
La Chaux-de-Fonds in 2001.

Information on financial state of the art — taken into account without comments. Relatively rich and
prolonged discussion continued on other financial issues. The cost of the stable address is nearly
nothing, only operational costs (mail). Further discussion concerned the financial support to the UIS
Commissions/WG. Most of the UIS Bureau members agreed that money can be allocated only on the
basis of the project/proposal of budget (enables the control of money expenditures) like the application
for a grant, i.e. particular money to particular budget/project with the support of well-defined output
(e.g., publication).

The problems of the UIS Bulletin were carefully commented: there is need to substantially reduced the
number of hard copies (presently 2,200 hard printed copies); the UIS Bulletins have to be inserted on
UIS Web Pages; distribution to be arranged through national delegates; since 2003, there is expected
to reduce hard copy print and distribution

The UIS Bureau approved and took into account the registration of the UIS under the Slovenian law.

List of Honours. After prolonged discussion was decided to continue in consultation and to prepare
guidelines.

Translations of the UIS Constitution/Statute. Preliminary translations to Italian and German are
available. Text has to be sent to lawyers as the translation must be identical with the French original.
The corrected text will be distributed by e-mail for discussion

UIS Regulations for Organizers — the completed and corrected text will be transformed to French.

UIS Internal Regulations/Reglement Interieur — Affiliation. The material which is very old has to be
modified to reflect the changes of the UIS Statute from 1997. Regulations has to contain principal
items, especially: number of adjunct secretaries, annual fees of member countries, incl. cancellation of
membership, statute of affiliated members and their fees, list of official UIS documents, documents to
be presented during the Assemblies General of the UIS, right and duties of the UIS Bureau Members,
statutes of Commissions and Working Groups, i.e. ad hoc, permanent. The problem of affiliated
membership looks as follows, we can distinguished 3 types or organizations: 1. not reaching
agreement within the member country, 2. non-profit research organizations, 3. profit institutions and
organizations (e.g., show caves). We have to prevent the case No. 1; the affiliation of institutions No. 2
should be excellent; affiliation of type No. 3 — institutions should be useful. Affiliated membership
represents some kind of profit for the UIS. Here must be the control during Congresses or more
frequently if affiliated members behave correctly according to principles; if not the UIS will withdraw
them on the next UIS Bureau Session
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UIS Internal Regulations/Reglement Interieur — Number of Adjunct Secretaries. There are possibilities:
the number can be stable now or the number can be stated according to actual needs or there should
be representatives of regions. The number should be proposed by the UIS Bureau and approved by
the Assembly General. The statements were followed by broad discussion on the evolution of the
number of Adjunct Secretaries in the past, if to maintain 8 persons or on ratio of regional
representatives.

UIS Internal Regulations/Reglement Interieur — Rights and duties of the UIS officials — national
delegates. Broad discussion took part with results: the only duty, except the distribution of information
from the UIS Bureau to the member country, is to ensure annual fee payment and the corresponding
right is to vote on Assemblies General if the respective member country covered the duties.

UIS Internal Regulations/Reglemet Interieur —Rights and duties of the UIS officials — substitution of the
UIS Bureau Member. There are existing several possibilities: 1. by candidate to the UIS Bureau, who
was not elected and obtained the highest number of votes; 2. by candidate to the UIS Bureau, who
was not elected but represents the respective continent/ region, or 3. by invited personality. The UIS
Bureau utilised the precedent form the past: after the death of Mr. T. Kiknadze (former USSR), he was
substituted by A. Klimchouk invited as UIS Bureau collaborator, which seemed to be the best solution
for our problem — the death of Mr. G. Huppert (USA). According to the proposal of the National
Speleological Society BOG (J. Moses responsible for international affairs) it was to decide to invite Dr.
George Veni USA) to collaborate with the UIS Bureau instead of the late G. Huppert. Proposal was
accepted.

Commissions/Working Groups. The introduction with the review of the state of the art was presented.
It was proposed to prolong all Commission/WG activity until 2005 and to wait for reports and after to
establish Standing Commissions (Rescue, Bibliography) and Scientific Commissions (but not
permanent; with already approved exceptions, e.g., Speleotherapy).

International Journal of Speleology. 1JS Vols. 29+30 (2000+2001) Physical Speleology are published,
Vol. 31 (2002) is expected during September-October 2002. Italian editors solved number of problems,
the situation is much better now. Biospeleology will merge with some journal in France or Germany
and we will terminate its publication. For volume 32 we expect the support of the UIS in total height of
approx. 500 USD. Regular support was agreed.

UIS database — will be compiled (list of national delegates, list of national karst/caving bodies, list of
publications, lists of Presidents of federations)

UIS history. In 2005 the 40. Anniversary of the UIS will be celebrated. The review about the history to
be published, divided for a period before 1965 and after. The material (brochure and/or CD) should
include: e.g., UIS Presidents, principal documents, Statute/Constitution history, publications,
summaries of all Congresses of Speleology, complete lists of Bureaus, Commissions/WG) and the
celebration should be prepared for 2005 SpeleoAthens in Greece.

UIS Web Pages were updated.

UIS principal documents should be presented in all UIS official languages (French, English, Spanish,
Italian, German, and Russian) and eventually in other languages (rough Slovenian version of the
Statute was prepared for the UIS registration).

The International Day of Speleology — the September 16 — the date of the foundation of the UIS was
proposed. the legal procedure within the UNESCO should be supported by national delegates to
UNESCO - the task for UIS national delegates to contact respective persons.

UIS Prizes. The activity should be prolonged, but all the procedure should be better organized during
SpeleoAthens 2005 — poster prize, book prize, and exploration prize.

International co-operation. Agreement with the IGU has been still valid— there are joint publications.
Karst IGU Commission will be most probably reconfirmed during the next IGU Congress. The report
on collaboration of the UIS and IGU karst commissions should be prepared in mutual co-operation and
with signatures of responsible persons of both parties (i.e. John Gunn and Aleksander Klimchouk).
The preparation of Agreement between the ISCA (International Show Caves Association) and the UIS
should be prepared for October 2002.

Varia. Mr. Nader gave information on role and position of Africa within the UIS. In Tunesia a motivated
group with the link to government appeared. The situation in Morocco, Algeria and Ethiopia has been
under investigation. The report on Middle East Speleology 2001 Conference was given. Great
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development of speleology can be expected in Africa and Arabian regions. Some contacts have been
even opened. There was the information on preparation of the UIS Expedition before the next UIS
Bureau Session not only to know karst and caves, but to meet people. To visit close countries, to meet
people, to recommend touristical utilization, sources, etc.

Next meeting — Greece, Athens, October 2003, 3" International Conference on Cave Palaeontology
and Archaeology.

Approved motions. International Day of Speleology to be celebrated on September 16, the day of
foundation of the UIS (September 16, 1965).

Regular Sessions in Athens, 2003

The UIS Bureau met in city of Athens, Greece on the occasion of the 3" International Conference on
Cave Palaeontology and Archaeology organized by Hellenic Speleological Society. The UIS Bureau
met twice, on October 16, 2003 in one of the lecture rooms of the Athens University.

UIS Bureau was informed on the state of the art, especially changes and achievements
since October 2002 (Mr. Eavis and Bosak). Poor co-ordination of Greek activities with the UIS was
stated. The appeared the proposal to cancel Greece as organizer of the International Congress of
Speleology (ICS) in 2005.

Control of Minutes from Regular Session in 2002 (Samchok, Korea). Mr. Mihevc informed on opening
of the UIS stable address in Postojna, Slovenia and on opening ceremony with erection of UIS table
on building of Institute of Karst Research in Postojna. It was proposed to cancel the discussion on List
of Honours. There exists how new translations to English and Spanish, all the versions have to be
corrected by local lawyer. The content of new Reglement Interieur must be evaluated carefully. UIS
history — the daughter of late prof. Géze will be contacted. UIS materials can be stored in Postojna.
WWW pages were updated on October 2003. International Day of Speleology — we shall continue with
UNESCO headquarters in Paris via Greek ambassador at UNESCO. The FEALC member countries,
which are not member countries of the UIS should become regular UIS member countries.

UIS Principal documents (UIS Constitution/Statute — translations; Internal Regulations/Reglement
Interieur; Corrections to UIS Ethic Code; Standards for Extra Assembly; General Recommendations
for Organizers of Events). The prolonged discussion was dealing the not optimistic state of the
preparation of the 14™ ICS in Athens, Greece, 2005. Following items were discussed in detail: to
establish Feasibility Committee for every ICS; when representative of country organizing next ICS is
not elected to the UIS Bureau, he/her will be co-opted to Bureau under conditions of specified within
the Reglement Interieur; the right to organize the ICS; too much event in close time; important events
we should have link to our WWW or to announce our WWW in principal events organized by other
bodies; the proposal for next Congress, why 6 months before the Assembly General and not 1 year?,
and to assume that Bureau can expel the proposal = to establish group and compile rules =
Commission is composed of Mr. Eavis, Hapka, Mouret and Widmer. It prepares the questionnaire for
pre-selection and filtration of the ICS site. Bureau after decides on Pre-selection Commission.

Commissions and Working Groups. Mr. Mouret asked Commission by e-mail and obtained only
several answers. It was stated that there have to be regulations, clearly stating that inactivity means
authomatic end of Commission or WG, which has to be included in Reglement Interieur. Presentation
of Commissions and WG on the Congress (not within Assembly General) must be renewed.

UIS Prints. It was proposed to organize cooperation in the UIS Bulletin print and distribution with
Spanish Speleological Federation. Accepted solution: to wait for Spanish proposal.

Web pages and related items. Mr. Klimchouk asked to arrange the DOI. The voting on that problem
will be organized electronically due to the limited number of Bureau members.
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International co-operation. On October 2002, during the Congress of the International Association of
Show Caves, the Memorandum and Agreement with the UIS were signed. Mr. President explained the
history, achievements, problems and proposed to wait for 2005 Bermuda ISCA General Assembly, but
not to allow disconnection in relations.

Varia. Information of Fadi Nader on expected future UIS member countries. Request to help in
protection of karst in Guatemala needs request of more data from French cavers and to ask some
conservationist for consultation. Mr. Veni presented the primary information on idea of Speleo2009 in
the USA.

Next meeting — Vietnam, Hanoi, September 2004, International Multidisciplinary Conference TRANS-
KARST 2004.

Regular Sessions in Hanoi, 2004

The UIS Bureau met in the capital of the Vietham Socialist Republic — Hanoi — on the occasion of the
Trans-KARST 2004, International Transdisciplinary Conference on Development and Conservation of
Karst Regions, September 13-18, 2004. The UIS Bureau met three times, on September 11 and 12,
2004.

At the beginning, Mr. Eavis was selected the Chairman of the session. Mr. Labegalini thanked to
Vietnamese colleagues for the hosting the regular Bureau session. Prof. N.X. Khien, on the behalf of
Vietnamese governmental bodies, wished good session and invited Bureau members to the Research
Institute for Geology and Mineral Resources. While of Silence for dead colleagues — Prof. Song Linhua
and Dr. Jacques Choppy — was carried out. The question of replacement of late Prof. Song, Secretary
Adjunct of the UIS was solved by no replacement for resting one year, the Bureau is composed of
more members than in the past. Agenda 2004 was completed and approved, and Control of Minutes
from Regular Session in 2003 (Athens, Greece) was done. Review of finances was taken into account
with short discussion on coverage of annual fees. The coverage of costs of domain of the UIS
Speleogenesis Commission for 2003 to 2005 was accepted by voting (voting: 9 votes for payment, 0
votes against and 0 abstention votes).

Intensive discussion concerned the 14" International Congress of Speleology, Athens 2005. The
discussion was entered by the review of activities done both by Congress organizers and individual
Bureau members. Some organizational items were approved (e.g., prolongation of low fee period,
support for students and participants from developing countries, excursions, scientific program,
involvement of the UIS Commissions and Working Groups). Problems of circular and proceedings
were treated in detail. The question of UIS Prizes was discussed from the point of view of prizes for
books (individual achievements vs. encyclopaedia).

UIS Constitution/Statute in French version was corrected (only grammar) and other translations
(finished: English, German, Italian and under preparation: Spanish, Russian) should follow this
corrected text. It will be presented to the Assembly General. The question of the Internal
Regulations/Reglement Interieur was commented with proposals of modification of presented
proposal, especially concerning webmaster, description of individual functions and structures, etc.
Recommendations for Organizers of Events will be modified according to experiences of organizers of
Congress in 1997.

The question of the UIS Departments, Commissions and Working Groups provoked intensive
discussion, dealing especially in reporting of activities and of the present state-of-the-art in the field of
Commission/WG activity, and if the Commissions should represent the permanent bodies. The role of
commissions probably has changed, which should be taken into account in the future. The necessity
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of Departments was discussed from the historical point of view. Vacant is position of President of the
UIS Informatics Commission. The personalistic problems of Presidents of the UIS Commissions/WG
were processed, too, especially dealing the procedure of selection or attraction of prominent cavers
and scientists to such posts for better promotion of the UIS activity.

The discussion on the UIS Bulletin confirmed decisions adopted in 2003, i.e. mostly electronic
presentation, high cut of the hard prints. International Journal of Speleology has been underwenting
substantial changes. The Editor-in-Chief resigned and new one is expected in about 6 months.
Changes of the Editor-in-Chief and some changes in Advisory Board will ensure the regularity in print.
Print will be arranged by Societa Italiana di Speleologia like in the past. Problems of advertisement,
subscription policy and other topics were discussed. The internet and web policy will focus on
presentations and to links of the UIS with other electronic media hold by caving organizations and
karst institutions. The possibility of application of system of digital object identification (DOI) will be
followed after obtaining more detailed information (voting: 9 votes for application, 0 votes against and
0 abstention votes).

Foreign policy of the UIS. Situation in Tunesia changed after letters of the UIS. Pakistan sent the
demanding letter to become the UIS member country. Voting with 9 votes for, 0 votes against, 0
abstention votes agreed with the presentation of Pakistan to Assembly General as the new member
country (must be approved by voting of the Assembly General 2005).Tanzania project of the UIS
expedition (5 teams, 20 cavers, 11 countries) to help to developing country to establish the unified
caving body. Tanzanian speleological association was established (Tanga city). The FEALC President
informed of situation in this organization, stating that new activities appeared in El Salvador and
Jamaica. Concerning the bilateral problems between Sociedad Venezolana de Espeleologia and
Slovak/Czech expedition to Roraima, it was stated that relations must be solved on bilateral basis and
Slovak/Czech team should apologize for not properly formulated letter. Concerning Guatemala (from
the last Minutes), detailed data concerning the situation in the country were presented. Problem of
quarrying cave with endangered species in Bemuda and the reaction of the UIS will be solved, after
voting, by the UIS letter to Bermuda government (voting: 7 for sending the letter, 0 against and 2
abstentions).

The representative of the IUCN, Mr. Ellery Hamilton-Smith, informed on the activity of the IUCN and its
Karst-Task Commission. It was proposed to prepare the Memorandum on co-operation with the IUCN.

The representative of the National Speleological Society, USA, presented detailed bid for the 15"
International Congress of Speleology 2009.

UIS Statutes in French, proposal of changes
Justification Report

The UIS Statutes in French language is decisive for the interpretation of the UIS
Constitution. The principal change and unification was prepared by the UIS Secretary
General (P. Bosak, Czech), one of UIS Secretaries Assistant (U. Widmer,
Switzerland) and the President of the UIS Advisory Committee (dr. F. Oedl, Austria)
in 1996/1997. The unification was based on the incorporation of English written
inserts, approved in Bowling Green (1981), into the French text and incorporation of
some re-defined or new paragraphs to the text.

This text was approved by the UIS Assembly General on July 1997 in La Chaux-de-
Fonds (Switzerland).

Nevertheless, the text contained grammatical mistakes as being translated and
corrected by not native French-speaking persons.

The presented text would like to correct the existing mistakes. Mistakes were
discovered during the control of the French text before the translation of the UIS
Statute into UIS official languages.

Grammatical corrections were made by Mr. Jean-Pierre Bartholeyns (Belgium) on
November 18, 2003. All translated texts are based on this version of the French text.

Therefore, the UIS Bureau presents the corrections to approval by the UIS Assembly
General 2005.

Article 1: But

L'Union Internationale de Spéléologie a pour but le développement des relations entre spéléologues de
tous les pays et la coordination de toutes le activités (leurs activitées) sur le plan international.

Article 2: Membres de I'Union

(a) L'Union Internationale de Spéléologie est une association de (des) personnes (représentants
nationaux) habilitées a représenter les spéléologues des pays (pays membres) (pays-members)
adhérents a 1'Union.

(b) 11 appartient aux spéléologues de chaque pays de désigner suivant la méthode qui leur parait la
meilleure deux représentants nationaux, dont I'un est membre titulaire et 1'autre membre suppléant de
I'Union. Ces représentants sont membres réguliers (régulaires) de 1'Union. Ces représentants doivent
servir de lien entre le Bureau de I'Union et I'ensemble des spéléologues de leur pays, notamment pour
les questions portant sur I'information, la documentation et le financement de I'Union.

(c) Chaque membre reste en fonction pendant la période comprise entre deux Assemblées Générales
de 1'Union. Chaque pays peut renouveler sa confiance a son membre titulaire et a son suppléant a la fin
de leur mandat ou (mandat, ou) peut désigner de nouvelles personnalités qui deviennent de droit les
nouveaux membres titulaires et suppléants; il doit faire connaitre par écrit cette désignation au Bureau
de I'Union avant l'ouverture de 1'Assemblée Générale.

Article 3: Bureau de I'Union

(a) Lors de chaque Assemblée Générale, les membres titulaires (ou leurs suppléants en cas
d'indisponibilité des titulaires) élisent au scrutin secret un Bureau comprenant un Président, deux Vice-
Présidents, un Secrétaire Général (Sécretaire Générale), qui doit assumer aussi les fonctions de (du)

(d) Le Président, les Vice-Présidents et les Secrétaires (Secretaires) Adjoints ne sont immédiatement
rééligibles qu'une seule fois dans les mémes fonctions. Le Secrétaire Général est rééligible sans
limitation de durée.

(e) En cas de vacance du poste du Président, ses fonctions sont assurées par le doyen des Vice-

Secrétaire Général, ses fonctions seront assurées par un Secrétaire Général provisoire choisi par le
Bureau.

(f) Le Bureau représente 1'Union a 1'extérieur (exterieur); il prend des décisions pour les affaires
administratives entre les Congres.

(g) Le Bureau examine (éventuellement par voie de correspondance) toutes les propositions de
rencontres internationales qui devraient avoir lieu sous 1'égide de 1"'Union. Ces rencontres ne doivent
pas avoir lieu durant les années ou se tient un Congres International de Spéléologie.

(e) Les moyens financiers de I'Union sont obtenus:

1. Par une cotisation individuelle des participants aux Congrés Internationaux et a toutes les
(toute le) Réunions Internationales patronnées par 1'Union. Le montant de cette cotisation est fixé lors
des Assemblées Générales (de Assemblée Générale) et encaissé par les organisations des Congrés et
Réunions en méme temps que leurs droits d'inscription.

2. Par des cotisations annuelles versées par les associations spéléologiques des pays adhérents a
I'Union ou allouées par des institutions officielles ou privées.

3. Par des cotisations annuelles versées par les institutions adhérentes a I'Union.

Article 6: Commissions, Comités et Groupes de travail

Article 1: But

L'Union Internationale de Spéléologie a pour but le développement des relations entre
spéléologues de tous les pays et la coordination de leurs activitées sur le plan international.

Article 2;: Membres de I'Union

(a) L'Union Internationale de Spéléologie est une association des personnes (représentants
nationaux) habilitées a représenter les spéléologues des pays (pays-membres) adhérents a
I'Union.

(b) Il appartient aux spéléologues de chaque pays de désigner suivant la méthode qui leur
parait la meilleure deux représentants nationaux, dont I'un est membre titulaire et l'autre
membre suppléant de I'Union. Ces représentants sont membres régulaires de I'Union. Ces
représentants doivent servir de lien entre le Bureau de I'Union et I'ensemble des spéléologues
de leur pays, notamment pour les questions portant sur l'information, la documentation et le
financement de I'Union.

Article 3: Bureau de I'Union

(a) Lors de chaque Assemblée Générale, les membres titulaires (ou leurs suppléants en cas
d'indisponibilité des titulaires) élisent au scrutin secret un Bureau comprenant un Président,
deux Vice-Présidents, un Sécretaire Générale, qui doit assumer aussi les fonctions du
Trésorier, et des Sécrétaires Adjoints en nombre fixé par 'Assemblée Générale.

Article 4: Assemblées Générales

(a) L'Union se réunit en Assemblée Générale au cours de chaque Congres International de
Spéléologie et entend les rapports du Président et du Sécretaire Générale. Pour les
délibérations chaque pays dispose d'un seule voix.

(b) Les représentants des pays membres qui doivent leurs cotisations plus que trois ans au date
de I'Assemblée Générale perdent leurs voix.

(a) Le Bureau est responsable devant I'Assemblée Générale. Les activités du Bureau sont
régies par un Réglement Intérieur en accord avec les présents Statuts.

(d) Les langues officielles de I'Union sont celles des Congrés Internationaux (Frangais, Anglais,
Allemand, Espagnol, Italien et Russe).

(e) Les moyens financiers de I'Union sont obtenus:

1. par une cotisation individuelle des participants aux Congrés Internationaux et a toute le
Réunions Internationales patronnées par I'Union. Le montant de cette cotisation est fixé lors de
Assemblée Générale et encaissé par les organisations des Congrés et Réunions en méme
temps que leurs droits d'inscription.

2. par des cotisations annuelles versées par les associations speléologiques des pays
adhérents a I'Union ou allouées par des institutions officielles ou privées.

3. par des cotisations annuelles versées par les institutions adhérentes a I'Union.

4. par des contributions exceptionnelles de sources diverses (institutions officielles ou
privées, sociétés savantes ou commerciales, etc.), sous réserve que ces contributions
n'‘engagent pas la position morale de I'Union.

5. par la vente de publications diverses offertes a I'Union ou réalisées sous son contréle.

6. par tous autres dons et legats destinés a I'Union.

(f) Le Secrétaire Générale-Trésorier est habilité a recevoir et a gérer, selon les directives du
Bureau, toutes les resources financiéres de I'Union. Il tient un comptabilité¢, dont il est
responsable, et qui sera verifiée, lors de I'Assemblée Générale par deux Commissaires aux
comptes élus par cette Assemblée parmi les réprésentants de pays autres que celui du
Sécretaire Général-Trésorier.

Article 6: Commissions, Comités et Groupes de travail

(a) Les Commissions et Groupes de Travail (scientifique) et les Comités (non scientifique) sont
dirigés par le Bureau.
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(b) La structure des Groupes de travail, des Commissions et des Comités de I'Union est
suivante:

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Statutes
of International Union of Speleology (UIS)

Adopted by vote of the UIS General Assembly at the 4™ International Congress of Speleology
(Ljubljana, 1965) and modified at the 5" International Congress of Speleology (Stuttgart, 1969); at the
7" International Congress of Speleology (Sheffield, 1977), and the 12" International Congress of
Speleology (La Chaux-de-Fonds, 1997).

Article 1: Aims

The aims of the International Union of Speleology are the development of relations between
speleologists of all nations and the co-ordination of their activities internationally.

Article 2: Members of the Union

(a) The International Union of Speleology is an association of persons (termed national
delegates) authorised to represent the speleologists of the nations (called member nations)
affiliated to the Union.

(b) Speleologists of each nation are to nominate, by their choice of means, two national
delegates: a principal delegate and a vice-delegate. These delegates ensure the link
between the Bureau of the Union and the speleologists of their nation, particularly on matters
regarding the information, documentation and financing of the Union.

(c) The term of office for each delegate is the period between two ordinary general meetings
of the Union's General Assembly. Each member nation can re-nominate the same main
delegate and vice-delegate at the end of their term, or can nominate a new person, who
becomes the new delegate or vice-delegate. Nations wishing to change their delegates or
vice-delegates must inform the Bureau of the Union of their nomination in writing before the
opening of the general meeting of the General Assembly.

(d) Institutions interested in the development of speleology and in the activities of the Union
may apply in writing to become affiliated with the Union.

(e) Affiliated institutions may nominate a delegate to the Union, but have no right to vote in
the Union's matters. This delegate ensures the contacts and the exchange of information
between the institution and the Bureau of the Union.

() Member nations that have not paid for their annual fees for more than 5 consecutive years
without excuse, lose their membership of the Union and lose any position they may have in
the Union's Bureau. Affiliated institutions which have not paid for their annual fees for more
than 5 consecutive years without excuse lose their affiliation to the Union.

Article 3: Bureau of the Union

(a) During each ordinary General Assembly, the titular national delegates (or vice-delegates
in case of unavailability of the delegates) elect by secret ballot a Bureau comprised of one
President, two Vice-Presidents, a Secretary General who also acts as Treasurer, and
Adjunct-Secretaries whose total number is determined by the General Assembly.

(b) Bureau members must be titular national delegates (vice-delegates) or persons proposed

or recommended by the General Assembly. Each must be a citizen of a different nation, i.e.
no nation may have two or more members on the Bureau.
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(c) Bureau members are elected by the attending titular delegates, by absolute majority on a
first ballot, or by relative majority on a second ballot. In case of tied votes on the second
ballot, the number of votes on the first ballot is decisive; if this first ballot was tied also, the
older candidate is elected.

(d) The President, Vice-Presidents and Adjunct-Secretaries can hold their position for no
more than two consecutive terms. The Secretary General can be re-elected without any time
limitation.

(e) Should the position of President become vacant, presidential functions are assumed by
the senior Vice-President until the following general meeting of the General Assembly. In
case of vacancy of the position of Secretary General, the Bureau shall appoint a temporary
Secretary General.

(f) Between Congresses the Bureau represents the Union and takes all decisions concerning
the administration of the Union.

(g) The Bureau may consider applications for Union sponsorship of international meetings. It
shall not approve sponsorship of meetings during the years when an International Congress
of Speleology is held. All matters related to speleology are considered during the
International Congresses only.

(h) The Bureau directs the flow of all Union information.

Article 4: General Assemblies

(@) The General Assembly of the Union holds an ordinary general meeting during each
International Congress of Speleology. For the ballots, each nation has only one vote.

(b) The delegates of member nations that have not paid for their fees for more than three
years at the date of the general meeting have no right of vote.

(c) During its general meeting, the General Assembly of the Union elects, by the relative
majority of the attending titular delegates (or substitute vice-delegates), one of the candidate
nations to organise the next International Congress. If there is no candidate nation during a
Congress, or in case of renunciation by the elected nation, the Bureau of the Union proposes
new candidates and organises a consultation of all titular delegates by mail; an election is
then obtained by the relative majority of the votes received within a deadline set by the
Bureau.

(d) At the initiative of the Bureau or at the request of not less than 10 % of the member
nations of the Union, an extra-ordinary general meeting of the General Assembly can be
called. The delegates of member countries can vote by writing down their views on the
different items on the agenda. Decisions are made by a simple majority.

(e) The General Assembly approves the activities of Commissions, Working Groups and
Committees.

(f) Upon the proposal of the sitting Bureau, the General Assembly can give, honorary titles to
outgoing members.
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Article 5: Functioning of the Union

(a) The Bureau is accountable to the General Assembly. The activities of the Bureau are
defined by Internal Rules that are in accordance with the present statutes. These Internal
Rules indicate the prerogatives, roles and responsibilities of each member of the Bureau.

(b) The Bureau is responsible for the establishment of permanent Commissions, temporary
Commissions or Working Groups in charge of studying specific problems, and for the
establishment of non-scientific Committees. Membership of Commissions, Working Groups,
and Committees is open to all speleologists who wish to participate. Commissions, Working
Groups and Committees usually meet during Congresses or at International Meetings. The
members elect their own President, who is responsible for the Commission, Working Group
or Committee and who reports to the Bureau of the Union. Commissions, Working Groups or
Committees are required to keep the Bureau of the Union informed of their activities. The
Bureau can take necessary actions to develop Commissions, Working Groups and
Committees, or to suspend them if they are insufficiently active or no longer deemed
necessary.

(c) The Bureau decides of the admission of institutions into the Union.

(d) The official languages of the Union are these of the International Congresses of
Speleology (French, English, German, Spanish, Italian and Russian).

(e) The Union obtains its finances from:

1. Individual fees paid by participants to International Congresses of Speleology and to all
International Meetings under UIS patronage. The amount of the fee is decided during an
ordinary general meeting of the General Assembly and it is collected by the organisers of
the Congresses and Meetings at the same time as the registration fees.

2. Annual fees paid by the speleological associations of member nations of the Union or
given by official or private institutions.

3. Annual fees paid by institutions which are affiliated to the Union.

4. lIrregular contributions of various origins (private or official institutions, learned or
commercial societies, etc.), provided that these contributions do not jeopardise the
ethical principles of the Union.

5. The sale of publications either offered to the Union or prepared under its supervision.

6. Other donations or legacies directed to the Union.

(f) The Secretary General -Treasurer receives and manages all financial resources of the
Union, following the guidelines established by the Bureau, He/she arranges and is
responsible for proper accounting procedures, which will be checked by two auditors during
the general assembly. These two auditors are national delegates elected by the General
Assembly; they must belong to nations other than that of the Secretary General -Treasurer.

Article 6: Commissions, Working Groups and Committees

(a) The Commissions and Working Groups (scientific) and Committees (non scientific) are
directed by the Bureau.

(b) The organisation of Working Groups, Commissions and Committees of the Union is as

follows:

1. Departments should be in charge of protection, scientific research, exploration,
documentation and education. A Department is directed by a President nominated by the
President of the relevant Commission or Working Group after the latter is approved by
the Union's General Assembly. The Department is responsible for sending the reports
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and the proposals of Commissions and Working Groups to the Union, for further
transmittal to UNESCO.

2. Commissions should focus on specific problems during the four years between two
ordinary general meetings of the General Assembly, and can be renewed by vote of the
General Assembly.

3. The transformation of a Working Group into a Commission must be approved at the
following ordinary general assembly.

(c) The Bureau makes the following recommendations for the functioning of Commissions

and Working Groups:

1. The activity of Commissions, Committees and Working Groups must be organised as
simply as possible.

2. In general, Commissions, Committees and Working Groups should not need a formal
vote to function.

3. If a formal vote is deemed necessary, it should be based on one vote per member nation
that is actively participating in the work of the Commission, Committee and Working
Group.

4. If a Commission, Committee or Working Group wants to organise an activity in a member
nation, it must inform the General Secretary of the Union, in order to obtain the
agreement of the speleological organisation of the nation concerned via its titular
delegate.

(d) The members of the Bureau are ex officio members of all the Commissions, Working

Groups and Committees, but without any right of vote.

Article 7: Modification of Statutes and Dissents

(a) Any proposal for modification of the Statutes of the Union must be submitted by written
notification to the Bureau of the Union at least 6 months before the general meeting of the
General Assembly to be held during the following International Congress. The proposal shall
be studied by a Statutes Committee together with any other proposals related to the
Congress, and it shall be subject to the judgement of the General Assembly. If proposals for
modifications important to international speleology are presented between the International
Congresses of Speleology, the voting procedure will be that applied during an extraordinary
general meeting of the General Assembly. Member nations can vote by written ballot on all
matters on the agenda. Decisions are by simple majority.

(b) In the case of disagreement on the interpretation of the present Statutes, the original text
in the French language shall be definitive.

Artikel 1: Ziel der Union

Die Internationale Union fir Speldologie hat die Entwicklung der Beziehungen zwischen den
Spelaologen aller Lander und die Koordinierung ihrer Tatigkeiten auf internationaler Ebene
zum Ziel.

Artikel 2: Mitglieder der Union

a) Die Internationale Union flr Spelaologie ist eine Vereinigung von Personen (nationalen
Delegierten), die berechtigt sind, die Spelaologen der Mitgliedslander der Union zu vertreten.

b) Die Spelaologen jedes Mitgliedslandes haben auf eine ihnen zweckmaRig erscheinende
Art und Weise zwei Delegierte ihres Landes zu nominieren, von denen der eine Vollmitglied
und der andere Ersatzmitglied der Union ist. Die beiden Delegierten stellen das Bindeglied
zwischen dem Biro der Union und der Gesamtheit der Speldologen des jeweiligen Landes
dar, insbesondere in Fragen der Information, Dokumentation und Finanzierung der Union.

Diese Bestellung ist dem Bliro der Union vor
Eroffnung der Generalversammlung schriftlich bekanntzugeben.

d) Institutionen, die sich fur die Entwicklung der Speldologie und die Tatigkeiten der Union
interessieren, konnen sich der Union auf Grund eines schriftlichen Ansuchens anschlief3en.

e) Die der Union angeschlossenen Institutionen benennen einen Reprasentanten fir die
Union, der deren auflerordentliches und nicht stimmberechtigtes Mitglied ist. Dieser
Reprasentant halt die Kontakte mit dem Biro aufrecht und garantiert den
Informationsaustausch zwischen der angeschlossenen Institution und dem Biro.

f) Mitgliedslander und angeschlossene Institutionen, die mit der Bezahlung ihres
Mitgliedsbeitrages unentschuldigt mehr als funf Jahre in Verzug sind, werden vom Biro
ausgeschlossen und aus der Mitgliederliste gestrichen.

Artikel 3: Biiro der Union

a) Bei jeder Generalversammlung wahlen die Vollmitglieder (oder im Falle von deren
Verhinderung die jeweiligen Ersatzmitglieder) in geheimer Abstimmung ein Buro, bestehend
aus einem Prasidenten, zwei Vizeprasidenten, einem Generalsekretar, der auch die
Aufgaben des Kassiers wahrzunehmen hat, und aus beigeordneten Sekretaren, deren
Anzahl von der Generalversammlung festgesetzt wird.
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b) Die Mitglieder des Bliros missen amtierende Mitglieder (Voll- oder Ersatzmitglieder) oder

Artikel 5: Funktion der Union

a) Das Biro ist der Generalversammlung verantwortlich. Die Tatigkeit des Blros wird durch
eine Geschaftsordnung im Einklang mit den Statuten geregelt.

Institutionen, wissenschaftliche oder kommerzielle Gesellschaften) unter der Voraussetzung,
dass diese Beitrage die ideelle Situation der Union nicht beeintrachtigen.

Artikel 6: Kommissionen, Arbeitsgruppen und Komitees

a) Die (wissenschaftlichen) Kommissionen und Arbeitsgruppen sowie die (nicht
wissenschaftlichen) Komitees unterstehen dem Bduro.

b) Kommissionen, Arbeitsgruppen und Komitees haben folgende Struktur:

Articulo 1: Objetivo

La Union Internacional de Espeleologia tiene por objeto el desarrollo de las relaciones
entre espeledlogos de todos los paises y la coordinacion de todas las actividades en el
ambito internacional.

Articulo 2: Miembros de la Unidn

(@ La Union Internacional de Espeleologia es una asociacion de personas
(representantes nacionales) habilitadas para representar a los espeledlogos de los paises
(paises miembros) inscritos en la Union.

(b) Corresponde a los espeledlogos de cada pais designar, segun el método que les
parezca mejor, a dos representantes nacionales; de los cuales uno es miembro titular y el
otro miembro suplente de la Union.

Este representante mantiene los contactos
con la Directiva y asegura el intercambio de informaciones entre la institucion afiliada y la
Directiva.

() Los paises miembros y las instituciones afiliadas que tengan un retardo de mas de
cinco anos sin excusa en la cancelacién de su cotizacién, son excluidos de la Directiva y
retirados de la lista de miembros.

Articulo 3: Directiva de la Unidn

(@) En cada Asamblea General, los miembros titulares (o sus suplentes en caso de
ausencia de los titulares) eligen por voto secreto una Directiva que incluye un Presidente,
dos Vice-Presidentes, un Secretario General, quién debe asumir también las funciones de
Tesorero, y unos Secretarios Adjuntos en la cantidad fijada por la Asamblea General.
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(b) Los miembros de la Directiva deben ser miembros con mandato vigente (titulares o
suplentes) o personas propuestas o recomendadas por la Asamblea General. Todos ellos
deben pertenecer a paises diferentes.

(c) La eleccion de cada uno de los miembros de la Directiva se obtiene por mayoria
absoluta de los votos de los miembros presentes en la primera ronda, o por la mayoria
relativa de los votos de los miembros presentes en la segunda ronda. En caso de empate en
la segunda ronda, la relacion de votos de la primera ronda es decisiva, si ambas fueran
iguales la eleccion es valida en beneficio del candidato de mayor edad.

(d) El Presidente, los Vice-Presidentes y los Secretarios Adjuntos no son inmediatamente
reelegibles sino una sola vez en las mismas funciones. El Secretario General es reelegible
sin limite de duracion.

(e) En caso de vacante en el cargo de Presidente, sus funciones seran asumidas por el
decano de los Vice-Presidentes hasta la siguiente Asamblea General. En caso de vacante
en el cargo del Secretario General, sus funciones seran asumidas por un Secretario General
provisorional escogido por la Directiva.

() La Directiva representa externamente a la Unién; toma las decisiones sobre los
asuntos administrativos entre Congresos.

(g) La Directiva examina (eventualmente por correspondencia) todas las propuestas de
encuentros internacionales que debieran realizarse con el aval de la Unién. Estos
encuentros no deben convocarse durante los afios en los que se realice un Congreso
Internacional de Espeleologia. La totalidad de los asuntos referentes a la espeleologia se
resuelve durante los citados Congresos Internacionales.

(h) La Directiva acciona el flujo de informaciones internas de la Union.

Articulo 4: Asambleas Generales

(@) La Union se reune en Asamblea General durante cada Congreso Internacional de
Espeleologia y presenta los informes del Presidente y del Secretario General. Para las
deliberaciones cada pais dispone de una sola voz.

(b) Los representantes de los paises miembros que adeuden sus cotizaciones por mas de
tres afos para la fecha de la Asamblea General pierden su voz.

(c) Durante la Asamblea General, la Unidon escoge por mayoria relativa de los miembros
titulares presentes (0 suplentes), entre las diversas candidaturas, al pais encargado de
organizar el siguiente Congreso Internacional. En caso de ausencia de candidatura en el
curso de un Congreso, 0 en caso de renuncia del pais escogido, la Directiva de la Unién
promueve nuevas candidaturas y procede a una consulta de la totalidad de sus miembros
por correspondencia; entonces la seleccion se hace por mayoria relativa de los votos
recibidos en los plazos establecidos por la Directiva.

(d) Por iniciativa de la Directiva o por solicitud a la Directiva de al menos el 10 % de los
paises miembros de la Unién, una Asamblea General extraordinaria puede ser convocada.
Los miembros pueden manifestarse por escrito sobre las cuestiones del orden del dia. Las
decisiones se toman por mayoria simple.

(e) La Asamblea General aprueba la actividad de las Comisiones, Grupos de Trabajo y
Comités.

() La Asamblea General puede otorgar, por propuesta de la Directiva saliente, titulos
honorarios a los miembros salientes.
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Articulo 5: Funcionamiento de la Unidn

(a) La Directiva es responsable ante la Asamblea General. Las actividades de la Directiva
se rigen segun un Reglamento Interno acorde con los presentes Estatutos. Este Reglamento
precisa las prerrogativas, atribuciones y funciones de cada uno de los miembros de la
Directiva.

(b) La Directiva decide la creacion de Comisiones Permanentes, Comisiones Temporales
o Grupos de Trabajo encargados de estudiar problemas particulares, y Comités no
cientificos. Estas Comisiones, Grupos de Trabajo y Comités agrupan a todos los
espeledlogos que deseen integrarlos. En el momento de su constitucion durante un
Congreso o una Reunién Internacional, eligen a un Presidente el cual sera responsable de la
Comision, Grupo de Trabajo o Comité ante la Directiva. Estas Comisiones, Grupos de
Trabajo o Comités deben mantener a la Directiva informada de sus actividades. En caso de
gue estas actividades fueran juzgadas insuficientes o se hayan vuelto sin objeto, la Directiva
puede tomar las medidas necesarias para incrementar o suspender las actividades de las
Comisiones, Grupos de Trabajo y Comités.

(c) La Directiva decide la admision de las instituciones que deseen afiliarse en la Unién.

(d) Los idiomas oficiales de la Union son los de los Congresos Internacionales (francés,
inglés, aleman, espanol, italiano y ruso).

(e) Los recursos financieros de la Unién se obtienen:

1. Por una cotizacién individual de los participantes en los Congresos Internacionales y en
todas las Reuniones Internacionales patrocinadas por la Union. EI monto de esa
cotizacion se determina en la Asamblea General y lo recaudan las organizaciones de los
Congresos y Reuniones juntamente con los derechos de inscripcion.

2. Por cotizaciones anuales entregadas por las asociaciones espeleolégicas de los paises
miembros de la Unidn u otorgadas por instituciones oficiales o privadas.

Por cotizaciones anuales entregadas por las instituciones miembros de la Unidn.

Por contribuciones excepcionales de diversas procedencias (instituciones oficiales o
privadas, sociedades culturales o comerciales, etc.), a condicibn que estas
contribuciones no comprometan la posicion moral de la Union.

5. Por la venta de diversas publicaciones ofrecidas a la Unién o realizadas bajo su control.
6. Por cualquier otra donacién y cesion destinada a la Unién.

(f) EIl Secretario General-Tesorero esta habilitado para recibir y gerenciar, segun las
directrices de la Directiva, todos los recursos financieros de la Unién. Mantiene la
contabilidad, de la cual se hace responsable, y que sera verificada durante la Asamblea
General por dos Comisarios elegidos por esa Asamblea entre representantes de paises
distintos al pais del Secretario General-Tesorero.

Articulo 6: Comisiones, Comités y Grupos de Trabajo

(a) Las Comisiones y Grupos de Trabajo (cientifico) y los Comités (no cientificos) estan
dirigidos por la Directiva.

(b) La estructura de los Grupos de Trabajo, Comisiones y Comités de la Unidén es la
siguiente:

1. Los departamentos que deberan encargarse de la proteccion, investigacion cientifica,
exploracién, documentacién y educacion. El Departamento se constituye de un
Presidente nombrado por los Presidentes de las distintas Comisiones y Grupos de
Trabajo dentro de ese Departamento y aprobado por la Asamblea General. El
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Departamento se hara responsable de enviar el informe y las proposiciones de las
Comisiones y Grupos de Trabajo a la Unién para su posterior transmisién a la UNESCO.

2. Las comisiones encargargadas de problemas especificos funcionaran durante cuatro
anos, renovables por voto en la Asamblea General siguiente.

3. La transformacion de un Grupo de Trabajo en Comision debe ser aprobada por la
proxima Asamblea General.

(c) Para el funcionamiento de las Comisiones y Grupos de Trabajo, la Directiva emite las
siguientes recomendaciones:

1. La actividad de las Comisiones, Comités y Grupos de Trabajo debe ser organizada de la
forma mas sencilla.

2. En general las Comisiones, Comités y Grupos de Trabajo no deberian necesitar de un
voto formal para su funcionamiento.

3. Si un escrutinio formal fuera necesario, seria en base a un voto por pais miembro que
participe de manera activa en los trabajos de la Comision, Comité y Grupo de Trabajo.

4. Si una Comisién, Comité o Grupo de Trabajo desea organizar una actividad en algun pais
miembro, debe comunicarlo al Secretario General de la Unién para obtener el permiso
de la organizacion espeleolégica del pais referido por medio del delegado nacional
oficial.

(d) Los miembros de la Directiva son ex oficio miembros de todas las Comisiones, Grupos de
Trabajo y Comités sin derecho a voto.

Articulo 7: Modificacion de los Estatutos y objeciones

(a) Todo proyecto de modificacién de los estatutos de la Unidn debe someterse por escrito a
la Directiva de la Unién, al menos seis meses antes de la Asamblea General que debe tener
lugar durante el Congreso Internacional siguiente. Estas proposiciones seran estudiadas por
el Comité de Estatutos simultdneamente con aquéllas relativas al Congreso y sometidas al
juicio de la Asamblea General. Si los proyectos de modificacion, importantes para la
espeleologia internacional, se presentasen en periodos entre Congresos Internacionales de
Espeleologia, el procedimiento de votacion se realizara por Asamblea General
Extraordinaria. Los miembros pueden participar por escrito en lo relativo a los temas del
orden del dia. Las decisiones son tomadas por mayoria simple.

(b) En caso de objetar la interpretacion de los presentes estatutos, el texto en francés sera
el unico valido.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN
THE INTERNATIONAL SHOW CAVES ASSOCIATION (ISCA) AND
THE UNION INTERNATIONALE DE SPELEOLOGIE (UIS)

Speleologists have always considered karst and cave protection as a primary goal.
Consequently, the Department of Karst and Cave Protection was established within the UIS.

Show cave managers, devoted to present the wonders of caves to the public, have
always paid special attention to the preservation of those caves they manage. The issue of
cave protection has been discussed during ISCA meetings.

Both UIS and ISCA are well aware of the strong attraction of people to the special
environment of caves and the risk of irreparable damage due to activities that do not comply
with the principles of environmental protection. ISCA and UIS, with all due respect to their
respective autonomies, uphold similar views on cave protection and are certain that common
trust and dialogue are essential for a fruitful co-operation.

During the 13" International Congress on Speleology in Brazil, July 2001, it was agreed
upon to develop a strong collaboration between UIS and ISCA. Following such a decision, on
the occasion of the ISCA meeting in Italy, October 2001, a contact was made between both
organisations. At that time it was ascertained that UIS and ISCA share a common position in
terms of both wild and show caves preservation.

Following the decision taken in Korea, July 2002, by the UIS Bureau and the Executive
Committee of ISCA, it is now established and agreed upon that:

1) Caves have been considered as a real patrimonial treasure, and UIS and ISCA both
intend to assume duties concerning their preservation

2) UIS acknowledges the necessity of the existence of show caves, and ISCA
expresses its respect for the legitimate concerns about cave preservation

3) ISCA will work for show caves open to the public to be managed in a sustainable and
environmentally sound way. UIS will support ISCA in this task

4) |ISCA and UIS will carry on a common deliberation on cave activities, including the
issue of underground adventure tours, to encourage that they are undertaken in a
manner consistent with environmental principles and rules

5) UIS and ISCA will entertain a permanent and open exchange and dialogue, based on
common trust, in order to ensure all the above. On the occasion of their respective
congresses and assemblies both organisations will report on the developments
concerning the matters listed above.

This Memorandum is accepted and signed by both Presidents in Postojna, Slovenia, on
October 22, 2002.
